The Midlands SC USBC Association Board would like to thank you for your commitment to league bowling in the Midlands.  Your association officials for the upcoming season are: Ken Foy / President, David Peek / Vice President, Pat Nodurft / Sergeant At Arms, and Suzy B. Herzog / Association Manager.

There are a few items to review as we start the fall season:

·    Adult dues (both men and women) remain unchanged from last year at $18.00 ($10 USBC, $1 SC USBC, and $7 Midlands SC USBC).   Sport Bowling is an additional $15.00 per member.   Youth dues are also unchanged at $17.00 ($14.50 USBC, $.50 SC USBC, and $2.00 Midlands SC USBC) and include a shirt.

·   Please pay dues for your league with one check or money order(s).  If your league uses your bowling center as the bank for your league it is still the responsibility of the Treasurer that all league and membership certifications are due no later than 30 days after the league has started.  The Association Manager is not responsible for cash lost in transition.  
·  Please send name and address changes to the Association Manager as they occur.
·  There is not a copy of USBC Playing Rules in your packets this season.  Please refer to the one received in your 2010 – 2011 information.  I only received enough copies of the USBC Playing Rules to leave 5 at each bowling center.

· Please print a copy of the USBC League Operations Handbook from the bowl.com website.  This is an informative guide that lists league officer responsibilities,  meeting guide-lines,  the management of league funds, and available awards.   

· Award averages for individual games and series has changed for the 2011 – 2012 season.  A copy of the USBC Adult Special Achievement Award Application is in this packet.

· USBC has added 75 POA Game and 140 POA Series pins.  The local association will continue giving out the 75 POA Game and 140 POA Series ink pens this season.   Please adjust your software for the addition of these awards.  If you do not use a program to calculate your awards they can be written on the Achievement Award Application below any regular award a bowler has earned.  
· All of the membership application cards have been pre-printed.  Please make sure that bowlers use these prepared application cards unless they are new to the league.  Please have all bowlers verify the information and make any changes that are needed.  You should have enough blank applications for your new bowlers.  If you need more, ask the center.  Please verify that you can read the cards before mailing them to me – if you can’t read them neither can I.  Please keep the “Paid in this League” cards separate from the “Paid other League” cards.  This will ensure that the correct bowlers are credited for paying dues.

· It is very important that award applications be sent in as the awards are earned.  This will help to ensure bowlers receive awards in a timely manner.
